A family may apply for financial assistance by submitting the completed signed application with applicable financial documents listed below. It is expected that each family will contribute in some way to the cost of registration.

You will be notified as to the status of your request 2 weeks after the complete application has been received.

Required documentation: All required documentation must be submitted at the same time as the application.  We will not accept applications that do not have the proper documentation attached. 

Please submit the documents that pertain to you and your family. Required documentation is as follows:

1. INCOME DOCUMENTATION

· Copy of most current years' tax return or

· Current month's worth of most recent pay stubs

· Current documents stating approval to government assistance program

· Current acceptance letter into school lunch program

· Letter stating special circumstances with supporting documents

2. RESIDENCY DOCUMENTATION

· Copy of most recent  cable/utility bill, mortgage or rental agreement
