Family Consideration/Policy:

Under this policy it will allow special consideration for siblings to play on the same team.  

Eligible Divisions:   4 & 5, Minors and A Divisions ONLY NO EXCEPTIONS

Eligible Players:  
Siblings ONLY, NO EXCEPTIONS, DOB between Jan 1st and June 30th that will make the player age appropriate for the upper level requested.
POLICY:

· Two siblings, will be granted the authorization to play on the same team while playing in divisions, 4&5, Minors and A ONLY NO EXCEPTIONS

· This will be granted only if the younger sibling will meet the upper division age level between Jan 1 and June 30th of the current recreational season.

· Example: 5 year old will be authorized to play at the minors level if player turns 6 yrs old by no later than June 30th of that rec season.  
· Playing down for the older sibling is not an option

PROCEDURE:
· Parent makes request
· at time of registration

· before teams are selected ONLY

· After teams are selected requests will be denied

· Registration Coordinator

· Review request for eligibility and that it is allowed under the Family Considerations Policy.
· If eligibility met will proceed with placing the younger sibling on the registration list of the upper level. Identifying the player as a younger player playing under the Family Consideration Policy on the registration list. 

· If eligibility not met, request will be denied and parent will be notified of the rejection by e-mail.

· Parents will be notified in writing of the following.

· The request was either granted or rejected under the Family Consideration Policy.

· The FCP Authorization can be rescinded up to three weeks into the season if safety concerns are identified by either the coach or the divisional coordinator.

· Division Coordinators 4&5, Minors and A

· Review Registrations for identified players.

· Select Teams normally.

· Notify Coach of FCP Players
· No later than three weeks into the season, coordinator will verify with the coach that there are no safety concerns over the decision.  If there are concerns, Divisional Coordinator will notify the parents in writing of the decision to rescind the FCP authorization and the player returns to age appropriate division.
