   Spring is just around the corner and Miss Shen  is gearing up for another successful soft-

ball season. The 2010 registration is in full swing and we are expecting a record number of girls, 

ages 4-18, to sign up for this years  season. Last year,  Miss Shen had over 700 girls involved and 

fully expect to match or exceed that this year. All registering can be done online.  The cost is 

$80 per player or $125 per family. Miss Shen will not turn any player away based on their inabil-

ity to pay. Financial assistance is available to those who qualify. The league is very proud to be 

a large part of the Clifton Park - Halfmoon community.  

   So set the date. This yearõs season is set to begin the week of April 26, with opening 

ceremonies on Saturday,  May 1st.

MISS SHEN NEWS: SAFETY COMMITTEE  
 

  

 In order to keep all players, spectators, and grounds as safe as possible, Miss Shen has 

decided to form a òsafety committeeó. The group will be lead by 2009õs president, Marc Bada-

lucco, and will address many of the safety concerns at Miss Shen. As the number of players and 

spectators increase at the Miss Shen complex, safety needs to be a priority.  

 The committeeõs first meeting took place in November of 2009. Limited handicap park-

ing, bleacher conditions, public restroom cleanliness, and the safety of our players were some 

of the risks identified by the committee. Some of these conditions can be easily worked out, 

while others may take a bit of effort regarding money and planning.  

 There are different areas of concern, for player and spectatorõs safety to be addressed. 

One change that will be implemented immediately will be that all pitchers, first and third base-
women be required to wear mouth -guards. Helmets, face -guards, and straps are already re-

quired for all batters. In order to better protect the fans, some -type of overhead protection is 

hoped to be in place by opening day. Miss Shen has also obtained from the town, an AED Defi-

brillator Device to be placed in a central area at the complex.
